Avail yourself of its wealth and begin
brainstorming where you can find the help you need. With any book you pick up
— make sure you get the latest version — and make sure to google the title and
find out if there are updates, workshops, lectures, etc by the experts. Use
Youtube and your search engine to find examples of great cover letters,
resumes, and CVs targeted to your specific job area. Check out University Job
resources online, and sites like Indeed.com which will also have up-to-date help
sections on job search. Search Forbes magazine and Wall Street Journal which
regularly run articles on the job market.
