For
example, your search could include John 3:16, Easy, SAB - three search criteria
that would produce specificity in your selections (scripture, level of difficulty,
voicing).

For the first time, church musicians can find the appropriate anthem through use
of an electronic catalogue. Planning for worship has never been easier than with
the eLibrary. In the privacy of your own home or office, anthems can be selected
that will yield unified musical, liturgical, and theological emphases. All anthems
have been selected by CMI staff for appropriateness of musical and theological
content. Music of all stylistic periods is represented, especially the latest anthems
published by music publishers.
